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CONTRACT/RIDER for:

This rider is hereby part of the attached "Contract Agreement" (herein called "Contract"), and is executed the same day as written in the Contract.
Purchaser agrees to meet all terms and conditions contained in this Rider.  If purchaser has any questions or concerns, please call ahead of time and we will be happy to talk with you about possible resolutions.
"Artist" in this document refers to the cast of The Poetry Revival.
I.
THE LARGE PRINT
The purpose of this Rider and the Contract is to make sure that all parties are on the same page, and that the Artist, the audiences, and your event will be best served with a minimum of wasted time and energy while receiving a maximum of positive spirit from our troupe. We love what we do. We want the most amazing show for your audience so we need a few things, like a proper quiet space with no foot traffic, all included herein.
With that in mind for both the contracting process and of course the event, the poetry revival team looks forward to working with you and your staff with the utmost mutual respect.
II.
BILLING, ADVERTISING, PROMOTIONS
1)  Promotional appearances.  Purchaser agrees that he/she will not commit the Artist to any personal appearances, interviews, workshops, classes, or other appearances not specified in the Contract, without prior written consent of the Artist or the Artist's representative.  Artist will make every effort to be available to help promote the performance. We will do workshops and interviews, let’s schedule these ahead of time and negotiate possible times and prices if relevant.
2)
Use of our Name and Likeness.  Artist agrees that during the term of this Contract and Rider, and thereafter in connection with works in which the Artist has participated under this Contract and Rider, Purchaser shall have the right to use the name, voice, likeness, recordings, and other biographical materials of Artist for the sole purpose of marketing and promotions.  Under no circumstances shall any of the means and materials identifying the Artist with this performance, or any other performance, be sold by Purchaser or Purchaser's agents or associates without express written consent of the Artist or Artist representative.
III.
TRANSPORTATION AND ACCOMODATIONS
1)
Transportation. (OPTIONAL)
a. Purchaser agrees to provide transportation from the point of entry to the city, to the housing accommodation (see below), and back again after the engagement.
b. Purchaser also agrees to provide transportation from the housing accommodation to the venue, and back, if the accommodation is not within walking distance.  This transportation is only performance-related and not for any other trips the Artist desires.
c. Transportation includes transport of the Artist and any equipment that is necessary for the performance. 
d. If the Artist has his/her/their own vehicle(s), Purchaser agrees to provide a parking space also within walking distance to the venue.  The Artist shall not be charged for the parking.
2)
Lodging.  Purchaser agrees to provide lodging accommodations that are safe, clean, and quiet, at no cost to the Artist, for the period of the engagement (two double rooms).
3)
Venue and backstage.
a. Load in times for Artist will be advanced by venue or program staff. 
b. Purchaser agrees to provide a secure, lockable place for personal items to be stored during the performance.
c. A dedicated dressing room is not required, but if at all possible, a private space in which to warm up and prepare before the performance will be very welcome.
d. In all cases purchaser agrees to provide, at no cost to the artist, bottled water for before, during, and after the show. Six to Ten bottles will suffice.
4)
Hospitality.
a. Food and beverage provisions will be advanced by venue or program staff and Artist representative and will vary pending engagement details.
b. The Artist will be allowed guests at the show, minimum of two per each individual who is appearing on stage.  Further details to be advanced by venue or program staff and Agent representative.
IV
PRODUCTION
1)
Staff.
a. Purchaser agrees to provide a competent promoter representative, with decision-making authority, to be available from agreed arrival time until Artist's departure from the place of engagement, to coordinate and manage all appropriate related show-day business and production issues.
b. Purchaser also agrees to provide a technically competent stage manager to be available from agreed arrival time until Artist's departure from the place of engagement, to coordinate and manage all appropriate related show-day business and production issues.
c. These staff people may be the same person.
2)
Sound.  Purchaser agrees to provide a professional sound system acoustically adequate for the venue in which the engagement is taking place, at no cost to the Artist or Agent.  At the minimum, the sound system shall include:
a. ?
Mics (Shure SM-58's or equivalent) ON MIC STANDS known as boom stands.
b. ?
Boom stands for above said mics.
c. ?
On-stage monitors, with ## monitor mix if possible
d. ?     Direct inputs for playing ipods through house speakers, with ipod cable.
3)
Stage.  Purchaser agrees to provide the following stage and set elements, at no cost to the Artist or Agent:
a. Raised stage appropriate to the size and type of venue. If this is not possible, this can be negotiable. It must be stated beforehand. A theater with sound system is preffered.
b. ? chairs without arms (or stools) and three card sized tables, or similar
c. The stage should be in a place that can have specific lighting for it. No fluorescents please unless performance is in a classroom, which is not preferred, but sometimes a last resort.
4)
Lights.  Purchaser agrees to provide theatrical lighting that is appropriate for the size and type of venue, at no cost to the Artist or Agent.  Most theaters have these. Lighting elements shall include:
a. ##

5)
Show.  While the Agent respects the artistic intentions of the Purchaser and his or her staff, we also want to offer some friendly and experienced advice about spoken word shows:  The room should be warmed up by some appropriate walk-in music which the Artist will provide.  An opening act, a proper introduction for the performer a skilled host and well-timed breaks may be essential.  The overall program should be short and dynamic enough to maintain the audience's ability to listen.  If you have any questions about show flow or pacing, please let the Agent advise you; we want this show to be a success!
6) Free Speech.  Purchaser agrees that the Artist is free to speak his or her mind, and that the performance will not be censored in any way. Allowances can be made for specific venues.
	
	
	

	
	
	

	
	
	

	
	
	


7)
Merchandise Sales.
a. Purchaser agrees that the Artist and/or their representative shall have the sole and exclusive right to the sale of all forms of merchandise containing the name, voice, and likeness and any logos of the Artist and The Agent.  Artist will retain 100% of the revenue from any merchandise sales.
b. Purchaser agrees to provide, at no cost to the Artist, 2 tables from which Artist can display and sell merchandise during and/or after the performance.  Table will be in a location visible and accessible to the public. We prefer it in the back of the venue so we can monitor it and so that no one has to guard it.
c. Artist may arrange with venue staff, friends, or others to assist him or her, at terms mutually agreeable to the parties involved.
8)
Sponsorship.  Sponsorship of the venue or the program shall not be used directly or indirectly to suggest that the Artist endorses, uses, or otherwise is associated with the products or services of said sponsor(s).  Banners or other signage located on, above, or near the stage are prohibited, with the sole exception of reasonable signage representing the venue or Purchaser.
9)
Documentation and Reproduction of Performance.
a. No portion of the Artist's performance detailed herein may be broadcast, photographed, recorded, filmed, taped, or embodied in any form for any purpose without the Artist's prior written consent.
b. Purchaser agrees to provide to the Artist or Artist's representative, at no cost to either, a copy of any documentation made of the performance, in any media.  In the case of streaming, an encoded archive must be made and given to the Artist or the Artist representative.  This clause supercedes any clause to the contrary in any consent form or media release signed by the artist. This paragraph shall survive termination of this agreement.
V
OTHER LEGALITIES
1)
Contractual Relationship.  Nothing in this contract shall be constructed to constitute the parties as a partnership or joint venture and the Artist, Artist's representative, The Agent, and its directors, employees, contractors, and agents shall not be liable in whole or in part for any obligation that may be incurred by Purchaser in carrying out any of the provisions hereof, or otherwise.
2)
Taxes.  Purchaser agrees to hold the Artist, Artist's representative, The Agent, and its directors, employees, contractors, and agents, harmless of and from any and all taxes, fees, dues, and the like relating to the engagement hereunder. Also, the sums payable to Artist shall be free of such taxes, fees, dues and the like.  These include and are not limited to admission taxes, amusement or venue occupancy taxes or fees, insurance premiums, and business taxes.
Artist enters into this agreement as an independent contractor and agrees that Artist is responsible for fees and other expenses including but not limited to income taxes, Social Security taxes, and self-employment taxes.
3)
Indemnification.  Purchaser agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Artist, Artist's representative, The Agent, and its directors, employees, contractors, and agents from any and all claims, costs, expenses, damages, liabilities, losses or judgments arising out of, or in connection with any claim, demand, or action made by any third party, to the facility and/or its furnishings and for any injury to any audience or staff members by any member of the audience prior to, during or after the performance or as a direct or indirect consequence of the engagement.  This paragraph shall survive termination of this agreement.
4)
Artist Cancellation Right.  Purchaser agrees that the Artist may, in good faith, cancel and terminate this contract and the services to be rendered hereunder, without liability, by giving Purchaser at least thirty (30) days notice prior to the commencement date of the engagement.
6)
Frustration of Performance.  Artist's obligation to perform as agreed herein is subject to the detention or prevention by sickness, physical inability, accident, interruption or failure by means of transportation, Act of God, riots, strikes, or any other cause beyond the Artist's control.  In such cases, the Artist shall not be liable for any costs incurred by Purchaser (including but not limited to deposits, travel or lodging expenses, venue or production fees).  In such cases, also, the Artist shall release claim to any unpaid performance fees.
Provided the Artist is ready, willing and able to perform, Purchaser agrees to compensate Artist in accordance with the terms hereof regardless of any events of any kind whatsoever, including inclement weather, which would prevent or interfere with the presentation of the show hereunder.
7)
Entire Agreement.  This Rider together with the attached Contract contains the entire understanding of the parties.  It may not be changed in any way except by written agreement signed by the parties.
8)
Severability.  It is understood and agreed that if any provisions of this Contract and Rider are held to be invalid or unenforceable, the remaining provisions of the agreement shall nevertheless continue to be fully valid and enforceable.
Both parties agree to accept all terms and conditions in this rider as signified below.
